The T.M.R. Wall of Fame is located at the Ten
M ile River Scout Museum, Headquarters
Camp, Ten Mile River Scout Camps.  It
consists of two parts:

T.M.R. camps that operated since 1928.  Each
t ile includes the camp name, Unit and
Division names, years of operation and
traditional camp logo. On the reverse side is
an engraved T.M.R. Map, depicting all of the
T.M.R. camps, trails and local landmarks.

- Personalized tiles recognizing
some individual, group or organization for
their contributions to the Ten Mile River Scout
Camps and/or New York City Scouting.

Once the tile is installed a private or public
re c o g n ition cere m o ny can be arra n g e d ,
typically on T.M.R. Alumni Day each July.
Tiles are available in a variety of sizes, colors
and materials.   Laser-engraved granite tiles
can depict photos, line art and even small
lettering.  Profits from tile sales support the
Ten Mile River Scout Camps and the Ten Mile
River Scout Museum.
